	Examples of some of our learning opportunities this week…

· Created our own sentences orally and then wrote these in our writing books about the jobs people do.
· Created our own story sentences from our story of the week ‘After the Storm.’
· Practised the tricky word ‘they.’
· Discovered more about water safety- different kinds of water and ‘SAFE’ (Stay Away From the Edge.)
· Listened to the story of rescuer Harriet Tubman - her bravery and mission to save others and make a difference.
· Thought about ways we can make a difference to others.
· Created ABC repeating pattern party hats.
· Worked collaboratively together, decorating our classroom and thinking of others.

	The mathematical ideas we have shared…
· Building numbers 11 -20.
· Complex patterns.

	Phonics and writing skills…
· Writing sentences together and developing independence and stamina when writing in our books.
· ‘Precision’ in our letter formations, looking specifically at heights of letters as well as where each sits in relation to the line.
· Beginning to learn letter names and their corresponding sounds - upper and lower case graphemes.
· Developing our reading fluency - reading the next stage of books that support our recently learned Phase 3 knowledge.
