	Examples of some of our learning opportunities this week…
MARIE CURIE AND MEDICINE SAFETY
Learned about the work of Marie Curie and the difference she has made to our world and lives today.
Talked about what happens when we get ill. What ways can we get better?
Discussed medicine safety (Where should medicines be kept? What is a child proof bottle/cap?)
ASPIRATIONS AND RESILIENCE
Thoughts about what we want to be when we grow up and why.
Talked about what we will need to work hard at to achieve our goals.
Revisited perseverance, determination, persistence, resilience and their associated emotions.
CHALKED DRAGONS
Used the story about Zog, explored dragon art and developed the use of chalk and pastels to create dragon pictures.
THE STORY OF ST. GEORGE
Listened to the story of St. George and learned facts about St. George’s day.
Created St. George crosses to make the England flag.
DANCE
Enjoyed our dance session from Sandersons Dance and Fitness, learning lots of moves, particularly Street Dance style.
OUTSIDE CLASSTOOM
Learned about how we can develop our learning outdoors, using our new spaces - mud kitchen, loose part play, skittle, balls and targets, large floor chalks, small world and block play, water play, trikes and scooters.
Discussed safety when handling and moving large equipment and when wearing helmets for riding.

	The mathematical ideas we have shared…
· 2D and 3D shapes.
· Number bonds to 10.

	Phonics and writing skills…
· Writing sentences together and developing independence and stamina when writing in our books.
· ‘Precision’ in our letter formations, looking specifically at heights of letters as well as where each sits in relation to the line.
· Written about what we did during the Easter break.
· Continuing to use letter names and their corresponding sounds - upper and lower case graphemes.
· Beginning Phase 4 phonics, words containing four graphemes and four phonemes and hearing each of these as we blend to read the words.
· Learning new tricky words - so, said, have, like.
