	Examples of some of our learning opportunities this week…
WHAT CAN WE LEARN FROM PHOTOGRAPHS?
Looked at different photographs of cities, towns and villages - thinking about these words and talking about what makes the settings different.
Looked at cityscapes and woodlands and made simple comparisons and shared opinions.
CONTRASTING ENVIRONMENTS THROUGH ART
Used pencils to re-create two environments. Selected from a variety of photographs and talked about how they are different.
BASKET WEAVING
In RE we were thinking about ‘Stories Jesus Heard’ and shared the story of Moses, the baby in the basket. We looked at baskets in our classroom and how they are woven. We then used this idea to make our own looms and did some paper weaving. This involved a lot of perseverance, use of pencils, rulers and scissors.
MAP MAKING
Thought about our school environment and created linear maps to show journeys, labelling our maps and describing them.
EARTH DAY
Listened to an assembly from our Eco Club and thought about where we can look after our world, e.g. using one paper towel at a time, being careful with the amount of paper we use, picking up and putting things in the bins, etc.
OUTSIDE CLASSTOOM
Continued to learn about how we can develop our learning outdoors, using our new spaces - mud kitchen, loose part play, skittle, balls and targets, large floor chalks, small world and block play, water play, trikes and scooters.
Discussed safety when handling and moving large equipment and when wearing helmets for riding.

	The mathematical ideas we have shared…
· Subtraction
· Written subtraction in our Maths books
	Phonics and writing skills…
· Writing sentences together and developing independence and stamina when writing in our books.
· ‘Precision’ in our letter formations, looking specifically at heights of letters as well as where each sits in relation to the line.
· Written about last week’s story of ‘Zog and the Flying Doctors,’ creating further independence with writing.
· Continuing to use letter names and their corresponding sounds - upper and lower case graphemes.
· Beginning Phase 4 phonics, words containing four graphemes and four phonemes and hearing each of these as we blend to read the words.
· Learning new tricky words - some, come, love, do.
