	Examples of some of our learning opportunities this week…
· Learning about the famous ship, the Titanic and how it sank.

· Practising for our Mother’s Day worship in Church.
· Drawing our own ‘under the sea’ pictures, recalling facts about the oceans and what lives there.
· Creating book marks and book covers to celebrate World Book Day.
· Developing our throwing and catching skills in P.E.
· Taking part in a ‘Reading Relay’ on World Book Day to see how many books we could read in one day.

	The mathematical ideas we have shared…
· Addition using double sided counters.

	Phonics and writing skills…
· Writing sentences together and developing independence and stamina when writing in our books.
· ‘Precision’ in our letter formations, looking specifically at heights of letters as well as where each sits in relation to the line.
· Continuing to learn letter names and their corresponding sounds - upper and lower case graphemes.
· Developing our reading fluency - reading the next stage of books that support our recently learned Phase 3 knowledge.
