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The purpose of this policy 
The purpose of this policy is to make clear what is expected of both teachers and pupils  regarding weekly homework activities. All members of staff are expected to be familiar with the  policy and to apply it consistently. 
Homework is an important element of children’s primary school education. It enables them to  further develop their learning at home by practising and reinforcing what they have learned at  school enabling them to be secure in their learning of key concepts. Completing homework  enables pupils to make good progress and helps to prepare children to become independent  learners and manage their own time effectively in preparation for secondary school and life  beyond.  
Which resources are used? 
∙ Homework diary the pages of the homework book(s) that your child should complete  and their spellings (also available on spelling shed) may also be stuck in there.  ∙ Named homework books from CGP. Please see the table below for details of what will  be expected from children in each year group.  
∙ Online resources – Spelling Shed, TimesTableRockstars, Reading Plus  
∙ Seesaw for EYFS
- Google classroom may be used to support home learning. Any work set will be written in Homework diaries each week.  
When is homework set? 
All children are encouraged to read or share books daily depending on individual skills and levels  of concentration. Children take home reading books at different points during the week.  
Homework will be set on a Friday, to be completed by the following Wednesday.  
Whilst homework is assigned once a week, it does not need to be completed in one go. Spacing  it out throughout the week is a useful strategy. If children are able to successfully complete the  work in a short amount of time, they should be encouraged by this confidence and competence  but continue to review the material to aid fluency of recall.  
There will be parity throughout each year group in terms of consistent expectations and  assignments.

Marking 
Homework will be marked in school. In Years 4-6, this will be a whole class activity with  opportunity to discuss the learning. In Years 1-3, homework books will be marked by staff in  school and whole class feedback may be given orally. In Reception, homework is part of the  ongoing communication between home and school and therefore is not formally marked.  
Parents/ Carers and Homework 
Parents are encouraged to guide children with their homework should they need it, however  they should encourage the child to work independently to complete the tasks set. For  reference, there are answers in the back of the book which parents/carers may wish to use in  their own support but homework will be marked in school.
