General notes
Our focus in worship for Autumn and Spring is:
The Old Testament Fulfilled
This will then lead us to the Diocese theme in the Summer:
Living Out God’s Big Story

When leading worship, if you can make links between content and school vision / badge explicit, this will help the children connect it to their own lives.
Monday’s content is based on a half-termly Christian Value which is connected to the fulfilment of the Old Testament sections that we are focusing on.

Tuesday’s will be Class worship and will follow a three-weekly rota.
1) Picture News
This will continue by using the materials provided by picture news (which will be found on Google Drive). It is important that we are aware of what is happening in the world around us and that we can reflect on it in our prayer. This may itself be an appropriate action, so that we bring the situation to God, asking Him to be part of it and to help us learn how to live better because of our reflections of how it affects people. 
2) Worship Together across the Diocese
We will follow Blackburn’s Worship Together across the Diocese. The link will be emailed to you at the beginning of the week.
3) Worship Leaders
The worship leaders will focus on Christian Impact this term. They will record these and set a task for your class to complete. Please include one or two examples of their work on the Worship board in the corridor.
Wednesday is an alternating pattern. Once a fortnight will be teacher led in school and the other fortnight will be Class led in Church. The whole term will be based on the People of God in the Old Testament. See below for specific guidance and possible video links for each session.
Thursday is Hymns - prayer and praise, with children progressively being able to identify that we are growing in our knowledge of the hymn as we practise the tune and understand the words. Additionally, as it becomes more meaningful, we use it as a way of aligning our thoughts and desires with the message of the hymn and allowing it to become a prayer that raises our hearts and minds to God. As we worship God in this way, we may feel closer to Him, uplifted or strengthened to live out our vision.
Friday worship will be in church and led by Father Mike who will be linking the Old Testament to its fulfilment in Jesus.
Ending with ‘The Grace.’ Each day, we will end by standing and singing ‘The Grace.’ These are St Paul’s final words in his second letter to the Corinthians. They work equally well as a welcome greeting and as a departing blessing. As it links to a significant part of our vision, growing in grace and knowledge, we have gathered for this purpose in a communal setting but also depart to continue this purpose wherever we go on to. 

Monday Worship
All of the worship is based on a half-termly Christian Value which is connected to the fulfilment of the Old Testament sections that we are focusing on.
Autumn 1 - GRACE
Week 1
The Story of Zacchaeus (Luke 19:1-10):
· Zacchaeus was a tax collector, a job that made him unpopular and considered a sinner by many.
· He was short in stature and climbed a sycamore tree to see Jesus.
· Jesus saw Zacchaeus and invited himself to his house.
· Zacchaeus, touched by Jesus's grace and acceptance, promised to give half of his possessions to the poor and repay anyone he had cheated.
· This story shows that Jesus offers grace and forgiveness to all, even those who are seen as outcasts. 
Week 2
The Parable of the Lost Sheep (Luke 15:1-7, Matthew 18:12-14): 
· This story tells of a shepherd who has 100 sheep. When one goes missing, he leaves the 99 to search for the lost one.
· When he finds the lost sheep, he rejoices and carries it home.
· This illustrates God's great love for each individual and his willingness to go to great lengths to bring someone back to him.

Week 3
Psalm 103:8 (NIV)
The Lord is compassionate and gracious, slow to anger, abounding in love.

Week 4
What is grace?

Week 5
God's Choice of Noah:
The Bible states that "Noah found grace in the eyes of the Lord" (Genesis 6:8). This grace is not earned but is a gift freely given by God. 
· Provision of the Ark:
God instructed Noah to build a massive ark, providing detailed plans and dimensions, ensuring the survival of Noah, his family, and representatives of all living creatures. 
· Covenant of Protection:
God established a covenant with Noah, promising to preserve his family and all the animals within the ark during the flood. 
· Rainbow as a Symbol:
After the flood, God established a covenant with Noah, promising never to destroy the earth with a flood again, symbolized by the rainbow. 

Week 6
· Undeserved Favour:
Grace is often defined as undeserved favour, kindness, and goodwill from God. It's not something that can be earned or deserved through human actions. 
· Substitutionary Atonement:
Jesus's sacrifice is seen as a substitutionary atonement, meaning he took the punishment that humanity deserved for their sins. This allows for forgiveness and a restored relationship with God. 
· Love and Mercy:
The sacrifice of Jesus is a profound expression of God's love for humanity. It demonstrates God's mercy and willingness to forgive, despite humanity's failings. 
· Salvation and New Life:
Through Jesus's sacrifice, believers are offered the opportunity for salvation and eternal life. This is a gift of grace, not something that can be earned through works. 
· Example of Grace:
Jesus's willingness to suffer and die for humanity is a powerful example of grace in action. It highlights God's character and his desire to reconcile with his creation.
